New cleaning invention for doctors’ office

Wife of Reed Phillips, President of Southern California University of Health Sciences, invents Klean-GuRoo  
Sandra Phillips, HGTV specialist, author, speaker and wife of President Reed B. Phillips DC, PhD of SCU,  has delighted audience for years with her professionalism and  savvy.  Most recently, Sandra expanded her impressive repertoire to include inventor.
Her invention, the Klean-GuRoo, a mobile cleaning cart for doctors’ offices and larger homes.   
“One of the biggest challenges I face and the area that I receive numerous questions involve cleaning,” Sandra said.  “Not only do people want to know how to clean but they want to know how to do it fast.”

Sandra, also an efficiency expert, found that large chunks of time were wasted gathering cleaning supplies because they’re usually scattered around the office: in a closet, on a shelf, buried in a cupboard.  

Sandra knew a cleaning cart that could house all cleaning supplies was the answer, but was unable to find one sized right for doctors’ offices.  
So, in her typical way, Sandra decided to do something about it.  She contacted renowned cleaning expert, Don Aslett, and the two of them started bouncing ideas off each other.

They set some tough objectives from the start: the cart had to be small enough to fit into a doctors’ office or typical home, yet big enough to hold bulky cleaning equipment; it had to be light enough to maneuver from room to room, yet strong enough to withstand daily use; it had to adaptable to any brand of cleaning product; and most importantly, the cart had to have a unique personality.   
“Personality is very important to me,” Sandra said.  “I didn’t want it to look like other carts on the market.  It needed to appeal to patients, both kids and adults.”  From the beginning a kangaroo was Sandra’s inspiration because of its family instincts, and its ability to carry everything that’s important to it. 
After four years and several different prototypes, Sandra and Don landed on a model that meets all their guidelines.  
Weighing in at just 13 pounds, and resembling a kangaroo right out of the ‘out-back,’ the Klean-GuRoo pushes easily from room to room and can hold 30 different products and tools.  

“No need to dig ‘down-under’ anymore to retrieve cleaning supplies,” quipped Sandra, with a bit of Australian humor.

One of the best features about the cart is all the products are up off the ground so it requires little lifting and bending.

Requiring no more floor space than a laundry basket, the cart fits nicely into any corner or closet.  The kangaroo design adds a bit of whimsy to tedious tasks so it’s appealing to office staff and patients.
Phillips has received a number of compliments from cart users.  Many love having all their supplies in one place because they don’t waste time getting ready to clean.  
The cart has been so successful that just last week, Sandra and Don were called back for final auditions for ABC’s new reality show, American Inventor.  The show debuts in March and will feature nine inventions by everyday Americans.  It’s similar to American Idol.  The audience votes off one invention each show and the last one remaining gets a million dollars.
“There were thousands of people who auditioned in November,” Sandra said.  “Don and I knew it was a long shot but we decided we had as good a chance as anyone.  Who’s more every day American than a mother of eight and a janitor?”

For their audition, Sandra entered with a toilet brush in her teeth and her arms loaded with cleaning products.  It must have caught the judges’ attention because she and Don were invited back to the semi-final round and then the final round.   
“We are one of the last 48,” Sandra said.  “We’ll get some great national exposure.”
American Inventor premiers March 16.  Their audition will during one of the episodes.  

“I know the cart has a lot of potential because it’s perfect for any doctors’ office or home,” Sandra said.
