Sandra Phillips, former resident of Taylorsville, Utah, and her business partner, cleaning expert, Don Aslett, recently advanced to the final round of ABC’s newest reality show,

American Inventor, brainchild of Simon Cowell.

American Inventor is based on the premise of American Idol.  The audience selects the winners from a selection of everyday Americans.  “We didn’t think we stood a chance,” said Phillips, “But who’s more American than a mother of eight and a janitor?”

With bubbles popping overhead and “Tie Me Kangaroo Down, Sport” blaring in the background, Phillips entered with a toilet brush in her teeth, dropping numerous cleaning products as she walked.  Aslett then entered to the rescue, using Klean-GuRoo to organize Phillips’ mess.

Their audition will air during one of the American Inventor episodes, which premiers March 16.

Phillips is pleased, not only because the cart will receive national exposure, but because it gave her an opportunity to share her ideas.
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“Making it to the finals of American Inventor (ABC) allowed me to present an original idea for better living.  The new show will feature great ideas from across the land, and the spirit of invention.  I was honored to be a finalist and feel that I represent moms everywhere,” Phillips said.

Phillips is used to being in front of the camera.  She’s a featured home economist on HGTV’s (Home and Garden Channel) Smart Solutions program where she presents ideas on everything from preparing quick meals, to teaching children to clean, to activities to do with grandchildren.

Phillips has presented hundreds of lectures on parenting and organization in numerous countries, including the United States, Canada, Japan, South America, the Caribbean, Australia, Africa and Europe.

She’s authored numerous articles and partnered with Aslett in writing the book, “How Successful People Keep Their Lives Out of the Toilet.”  The book focuses on preserving relationships, using time wisely, mastering money and the importance of staying fit.
The duo are also business partners in a company called Live-Right.  Their mission: to simplify work, increase productivity and enhance life quality.

“Helping families keep their homes in order is more than having the right tools and proper techniques,” Phillips said.  “That’s just a first step.  We need to make housework a positive instead of something to be avoided.  It increases fitness, helps us find things more easily, decreases tension, and creates positive family memories.  I think Heavenly Father wants us to have order and peacefulness in our surroundings and moms can’t do it all.  On the other hand, our homes need to function for us, not be idle museums of souvenirs.  We need to find a balance between the immaculate and sloppy.  I hope to help families everywhere achieve that goal.”
